12For just as the body is one and has many members, and all the members of the
body, though many, are one body, so it is with Christ. 13 For in the one Spirit we
were all baptized into one body—Jews or Greeks, slaves or free—and we were all
made to drink of one Spirit. (1 Corinthians 12:12-13)

If you were to think of your ministry (and yes, everyone has one) in the holy Christian
church in terms of the image of the body of Christ, what body part might you see
yourself as?

Could it be the head: the thinker, the idea persone What about the hands and
feet: the doer, the one who provides balance, the one that makes things happen.
Maybe you see yourself at the heart or one of the other internal organs, behind the
scenes making things happen, but never looking (or getting) credite Or the
muscles, ligaments, or other internal body parts. Think about it. It's a valuable
exercise because it reminds us of not only our own value, but also the value of
every other person and every other part of the body.

This metaphor works in lots of ways. We know that when one part of the body
doesn’t function properly—or at all—it puts a burden on the rest of the body. “2¢ If
one member suffers, all suffer together with it; if one member is honored, all rejoice
together with it.” (1 Cor 12:26) When one part of the body is in need of special
attention, the rest of the body cradles it until it can begin to function again.
Likewise, when a virus or other disease attacks the body, the rest of the body fights
back to contain the virus.

We—collectively and individually—are the body of Christ, joined and knit together
by every ligament with which it is equipped. Collectively we, as the body of Christ,
are able to accomplish more than we can ever ask or imagine.
